DARJEELING :
History of Darjeeling. Part of the state of Sikkim,Darjeeling became part of an important buffer state between Nepal
and Bhutan. The British, using the area as a sanitorium, found that the climate provided excellent tea-cultivating
conditions and soon began to grow tea on the hills of Darjeeling.

LACHUNG :

Lachung is a town and hill station in northeast Sikkim, India. It is located in the North Sikkim district near the border
with Tibet. Lachung is at an elevation of about 9,600 feet (2,900 m) and at the confluence of the lachenand Lachung
Rivers, both tributaries of the River Teesta. The wordLachung means "small pass". The town is approximately 125
kilometres (78 mi) from the capital Gangtok.
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GANGTOK :

In 1894, Thutob Namgyal, the Sikkimese monarch under British rule, shifted the capital from Tumlong to Gangtok,
increasing its importance. A new grand palace along with other state buildings was built in the new capital. Following
India's independence in 1947, Sikkim became a nation-state with Gangtok as its capital.

PELLING : 

The pleasant little town of Pelling is famous for magnificent views of the snow-capped Kanchenjunga range, the third
highest peak in the world. Pelling is about 130 km away from Siliguri and 115km from Gangtok, the capital of Sikkim,
and is well connected by bus and

Day 01: NJP Rly Station / IXB Airport – Gangtok (120 kms / 5 hrs)

Meet & Greet on arrival at NJP Railway Station / IXB Airport & transfer to Gangtok (5,500 ft.). On arrival Check-in to
hotel & rest of the day at leisure. Overnight stay at Gangtok.

Day 02: Excursion to Tsomgo Lake & Baba Mandir

After breakfast start for an excursion to Tsomgo Lake (12,400 ft.) & Baba Mandir (13,200 ft.) which is 55 kms one way
from Gangtok city. Overnight stay at Gangtok.

(In case of Land slide or any other reason Tsomgo Lake is closed we will provided alternate sightseeing.)

Day 03: Gangtok – Lachung (103 kms / 6 hrs)

After breakfast check out from hotel with limited luggage and proceed to Lachung (8,700 ft.), North Sikkim. On the way
take a break for some beautiful spots which are worth seeing and visiting like Naga Waterfall, The Confluence of Lachen
Chu & Lachung Chu at Chungthang and Bhim Nala Waterfall. On arrival at Lachung check into your hotel. Dinner &
Overnight stay at Lachung.

Day 04: Lachung – Yumthang Valley Excursion

After breakfast proceed to Yumthang Valley which is Known as Valley of Flowers (12,000 ft. Known as Valley of
Flowers). On the way back, visit Hot Spring considered to have medicinal properties. Back to resort. Overnight stay at
Lachung.

Day 05: Lachung – Gangtok (103 kms / 6 hrs)

After breakfast proceed to Gangtok (5,500 ft.). On the way if the weather is clear you may get to see Mighty
Khangchendzonga from Singhik view point. On arrival at Gangtok check-in to your hotel. Rest of the evening free for
your own activities. Overnight stay at Gangtok.

Day 06: Gangtok – Pelling (150 kms / 5 hrs) via Chardham

After breakfast start for Pelling (6,300 ft.). Enroute visit Temi Tea Garden, Samdruptse & Siddheshwar Dham
(Chardham) in Namchi. On arrival check-in to your hotel. Overnight stay at Pelling.

Day 07: Pelling Sightseeing 

After breakfast start for full day sightseeing. 1st Half tour - Darap village, Rimbi water Falls, Khecheopalri Lake &
Khangchendzongha waterfalls. In afternoon start for 2nd Half tour - Pemayangtse Monastery, Rabdantse Ruins, New
Helipad Ground. Overnight stay at Pelling.

Day 08: Pelling – Darjeeling (80 Kms / 4 hrs)

After breakfast transfer to Darjeeling (6,950 ft.) via Singla Check post. On arrival check-in to hotel & rest of the day free.
Overnight stay at Darjeeling.

Day 09: Darjeeling Sightseeing

Early Morning (at 04:00 am) drive to Tiger hill (8,400 ft.) to watch the spectacular sunrise over Mt. Khangchendzongha
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(28,208 ft. Worlds 3rd highest peak), on your way back visit Ghoom Monastery and Batasia Loop. After breakfast visit
Himalayan Mountaineering Institute, P.N. Zoological Park (Thursday closed), Tenzing Rock, Tibetan Refugee self-help
Centre (Sunday closed), Tea Garden (outer view), Ropeway and Japanese Temple. Evening free for shopping or leisure.
Overnight stay at Darjeeling.

Day 10: Darjeeling – NJP Rly Station / IXB airport (75 kms / 3 hrs)  

After breakfast Check-out from hotel on time & transfer to NJP Railway station / IXB Airport for your onward journey.
